The arts are often interconnected
with many concepts that children are learning in their kindergarten curriculum. The students will be
developing gross motor skills, pre-reading skills, and patterning in addition to the ability to listen
and think creatively and musically. We will be addressing the National and State Core Content
Standards of Aesthetics, Creation and Performance, Critique and Music History.

Kindergarten Art Program

Our focus in Kindergarten is to begin to work on refining fine and small motor development using a
varicty of different mediums. The children use these skills while learning about specific artists and
the fact that art exists in many forms throughout the world, both past and present. In many cases, the
visual arts are connected with specific concepts also addressed in the kindergarten curriculum.
Developmentally, we work on observational skills through eye-hand coordination as well as the
ability to think creatively in all domains while addressing National and State Core Content
Standards of Acsthetics, Creation and Performance, Critique and Art History.
