Comment: Ty Un Nos Ceredigion aim to address Ceredigion County Council’s current deficit in low-cost accommodation with low-impact solutions. We represent:

a. Ceredigion residents wanting to develop affordable low-impact dwellings.

b. Ceredigion residents already living in low-impact dwellings, outside of the current planning system, who want to be incorporated into the planning system.

c. Ceredigion residents with an interest in lowering the ecological footprint of the planning system.

From reading the Draft Delivery Agreement, it is unclear how and when Ty Un Nos Ceredigion will have the opportunity to get involved in the plan making process.  Ty Un Nos Ceredigion require clarification of the term “Key Stakeholder” (see P.10) and examples of who the Council envisages “Key Stakeholders” will be. Comment: Although the situation in Ceredigion regarding affordable, low-impact housing, is at a crisis stage, Ty Un Nos Ceredigion believe that urgency should not override inclusivity and that it is very important that the consultation process and development of the LDP is done correctly, with positive outcomes for the county as a whole.  This is a 4-year process, which implies a lengthy consultation.  However, the Draft Delivery Agreement (p.13) states that the pre-deposit consultation phase will last for only a minimum of 6 weeks.  The pre-deposit consultation phase is a very important part of the process and Ty Un Nos Ceredigion think that 6 weeks is not a realistic timescale if the local community is to play a full part in the consultation process.
