“My Dwelling Place” was stitched over one thread on 18 count Lambswool linen using two threads.  It’s sooooooo easy.  

However if this not for you the design can be stitched on a fabric of your choosing.  There are no rules!    

 

Now I do have to tell you something funny.  The frame is upside down.  The funny thing is that it got past the framer and me 

and wasn’t noticed until I picked up a copy of the pattern to look at.  So what that tells me is that the tipsy stars in the design  

look good with the tilted stars in the frame.  The frame is called the “Marshall” from Crescent Colors and the stars DO come 

facing the right direction!
