
MINIATURE PINSCHER CLUB OF AMERICA, INC.

CODE OF ETHICS

(Approved 12/99)

This code is established in accorda nce with the objectives of the Miniature Pinsche r Club of America, Inc. (MPCA ).  It is presented for the use

of MPCA m embers whe n buying, breeding, selling and  exhibiting Miniature Pinschers.  Violations of the M PCA Cod e of Ethics will be subject

to prompt action under MPCA grievance and charge procedures, and may be grounds for expulsion.

1. Abide by the Con stitution and Bylaws of the MPCA  and the rules and de cisions of the American Ke nnel Club (AKC ).

2. Maintain accurate breeding records, registrations and pedigrees, never knowingly falsify such records.  At the time of sale, furnish a

pedigree and AKC registration or transfer documents to each buyer, unless written agreement is made at the time of sale that the

papers are being withheld.

3. All services and sales arrangements shall be mutually agreed upon and should be stated in writing, signed by all parties involved,

including all adjustments, replacem ent conditions etc.

4. Maintain the best possible standards of canine health, cleanliness and care, and see that puppies are immunized and checked for

parasites.  Not place puppies under eight weeks of age in a new home.  Furnish a complete written health record and care and feeding

instructions with each puppy or adult sold.  Prospective buyers will be screened as thoroughly as possible to determine their intent, as

well as their ability and interest in providing safe, adequate, loving environment and long-term relationship with a puppy or adult dog.

5. Be familiar with the Miniature Pinsche r Breed Stand ard and hone stly evaluate the structural and mental qualities of each M iniature

Pinsch er sold.  N o dog w ill be sold a s a "sho w dog " or "sho w prosp ect" with a ny know n disqu alifying fau lts at the time  of sale.  Ma intain

prices as not to be injurious to the breed or other members.  It is strongly recommended that all puppies and adults sold as pets be

spayed/neutered  by the seller and/or purchase r.  This should be specified in the written sales contract, and seller will promptly release

registration forms upon receipt of a veterinarian's certification of such spaying or neutering.

6. No Miniature Pinscher shall be sold to commercial facilities; research laboratories; pet shops; brokers who purchase litter lots or

individuals for re-sale to pet shops or other commercial facilities, puppy mills or their agents.  Miniature Pinschers will not be offered for

raffles, auctions or as prizes in any "give away" schem es.

7. Breed  only ma ture an imals in g ood he alth, (bitch es shou ld be a ye ar of age ), free from  comm unicab le disea ses and  major g enetic

faults.  Stud service will not be offered to bitches not meeting these criteria, or to unregistered bitches.  No bitch may be bred for

commercial reaso ns, and no stud dog m ay be bred to a bitch who se owner is directly or indirectly involved with puppy mills; brokers

who purchase litter lots or individuals for re-sale to pet shops or other commercial facilities; pet shops; research laboratories; or other

commercial enterprises invo lved in like activities.

8. Mem bers sh ould no t under take the b reedin g of a bitch  unless th ey are p repare d to keep  the resu ltant pup pies un til they are  suitably

placed.  Breeders should understand and acknowledge that they may need to take back, or assist in finding a home, for any dog they

produce at any time in its life, should someon e become u nable or unwilling to keep a d og sold or placed by them  originally.

9. Enco urage  and su pport the  MPC A Hea lth and R esearc h Com mittee, with  specific atte ntion to te sting for h ealth dis orders  directly

relating to Miniature Pinschers.

10. All advertising shall be honest and  factual as possible, and not be misrep resentative, exaggerated, fraudu lent or misleading.  Deceptive

or untrue statements about the dogs or practices of others will not be made.

11. Cond uct all affairs  in a fair, ho nest an d ethica l mann er.  Act at a ll times in a  mann er which  reflects favo rably on  the Club , its

mem bership , the spor t of pureb red do g show ing and  the Min iature P inscher  in particu lar.  This inc ludes re spect for s how site s, hotels

and all other aspects of dog ownership.
