Reclaimed Douglas Fir Wide Plank Flooring
Grading Guidelines

Recycled wood that is made into flooring may show any or all of the allowable characteristics which are listed below.  

Please read and sign the following information and accept it as a Solid Wood Products document so you as a customer can be fully aware of what to expect from our product. 
Allowable characteristics:

· Checking on surface due to natural drying and aging (cracks may be clean or appear as a dark line)
· Nail holes and staining due to oxidation of nails (majority of nail holes come in from the edges of the planks and are exposed during resawing) 

· Loose or missing knots ( We try to take care of any loose knots by gluing or cutting the board, however some get missed or become loose during packaging and unpackaging and must be glued or cut out by the installer)

· Variation in colour and grain structure.

· Original saw markings 

· Dents 

· Darkened patina due to years of oxidization 
· Raised grain from natural weathering
